The purposes and objectives for which this Association is lurned inonc of which shall be

{or pecuniary profit) are:

(a) To be a homeowners association for the homeowners in The Boulders
Rroadmoor, a subdivision in the City of Colorado Springs. El Paso County, Colorado in
accordance with the provisions set forth in that certain Declaraton of Conditions, Covenants,
Tesirictions and Easawents Affecting the Real Properiy known as The Douldess Breotmoor
Filing Na. 1 and The Boulders Broadmoor Filing No. 1-A, to be recorded in the real property
records of El Paso County, Colorado, as may be amended from timme to ume ( the
“("ovenants'), o provide for the maintenance of the debris flow channzls deseribed in the
Covenants and such other tasks as a majonty of the membuers of the Association may clect
friom lime to thme pursuant 10 the terms of the Association bvlaws and the Covenants;

(b To provide for the ownership (i anv). carc, managemeni. control.
preservation, operation, mainicnance, repair, restoration and replacement of the Mamenaoes
Area ( as that tem is defined in the Covenants), in the manner prescribed by the Covenants,
ansd 10 provide other services with respect o such areas deemed advantapeous by a majority
of the owners of the Subdivision or reauired or authorized under the Covenants.
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(c) To levy and enforee adequate assessments 1o meet all expenses of the
Association, including but net linited to the expeuses of owning, vperating, maintaining,
repatring and replacing the Maintenance Ared, insuring the Maintenance Area and the
obligations or liabilities of the Association.

(e To entoree, in 1t own name or on belnll of s Members (s delined in te
Covenants), the protective covenants, conditions ind restrictions set furth in the Covenanls
and m rules and regulutions ol the Association and (v seck redrass for the vielwtion of any
provisions. by any and all remedies available at law or equity or authorized nnder the
Covenants.

() TlTeexercise any and all other rights, powers and authority and undenake such
actions a5 may be necessary. convenisnt or useful in coupection with the governance of the
Assoctation and the performance of the Association's luncions as set 1orth in the Covenants.

The Association is pot intended o be the eulity which enforces the Covenauts or the provisions
thereof except o the extent speaifically provided o the Covenants.

ARTICLE TV

In turtherance of the purpuses and objectives (but not otherwise) sel forth in Article 1] and
subject to the restrictions set forth in Article V, the Association shall have and may exercise all of
the powers and do everything necessary or convenient for the accomplishment of any of the
corporate purposes either alone or in conneclion with other corporations, firms or individuals, and
either as principal or agent. subject 1o such limitations as are or may be prescribed by the laws of the
State of Colorado.

ARTICLE V

Bestrigtions Upon the Powers

No part of the net camnings of e Association (other than by providing management,
maintenunce and care of the Maltenance Arca and in lurtherance of other purposes of the
Associution, and other than a rebate of excess assessrmnents) shall inure to the benefit of any Member,
director or officer of the Association. or any other individual (except that reasonable compensation
may be paid for services rendered w or [or the Association affecting one or mare of its purposes).
Upou final dissolution of the Association, afher than incident o a merger or consolidation, the assets
of the Association shall be distribuled and wansferred us the Members may direct, subject to the
requirements, limitations of the Covenants and these Articles. In such event, the assets may be
granted, conveyed and assigned w0 any public agency, nonprofit corporation, as so created. ur other
organization devoted to nonprolit purposes similar to those of the Association. .
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
